PLOWING INSTRUCTIONS
Plowing is typically conducted for 3 or more inches of snow.
No disabled vehicles allowed.  ALL vehicles must be operational and able to be moved by you or someone you delegate.  I will not move any vehicles for you.
You must have your vehicle moved from the parking area during plowing times.  If the snow is too deep to drive out, you should at least have your vehicle cleaned off, running, shoveled out, and ready to move when I arrive to clear path to street/alley.  I will sound my horn when I get there if any vehicles are not moved.  I will not wait there for you to clean off/move your vehicle, nor will I return to clear your space.
Please adhere to this request.  Not moving your vehicle makes for an inadequate plowing job and other tenants can suffer the consequences as some areas will be missed.  If your vehicle(s) or other tenant’s vehicles are left there, any desired snow removal will be your responsibility.  
By not moving your vehicle you run the risk of: 
· poor/inadequate plowing
· being plowed in
· damage to your vehicle from the plow
· And if issue persists, towing expenses.
